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Annotation. The results of a study of the educational motivation of third-year sociology students at a technical
university are presented. The problem of low level of motivation for acquiring knowledge, motivation for mas-
tering a profession, and motivation for obtaining a diploma is discussed. Possible reasons for the impoverish-
ment of the motivational sphere of students are formulated, and recommendations are given to subjects of the
educational process.
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
